Safeguarding training

Training for healthcare professionals is guided by the Intercollegiate Document -
Safeguarding children and young people - roles and competences for healthcare
staff due to be updated in 2018.

Page 64 states that staff should receive refresher training every three years as a
minimum and training should be tailored to the roles of individuals.

Most local authority safeguarding boards provide free safeguarding training for
practioners and staff, check the relevant board webpage or contact your local board
for advice.
