5. Matters Arising from the Minutes of the above Meetings: None.
6. Governance, Budget & Financial Matters. Moving forward in 2019/2020.
It was mentioned, that whilst over-arching spend for the year would end up within acceptable levels there was budget overspend on salaries due to the extra engagement and activity workload. It was agreed use of Michael’s time would be more efficient if there was a more forward planned approach where not having to counter-cover LPC Committee members at short notice when they proved unable to attend an event as per their LPC roles.

l would be more efficient to run on a 3-day work basis for a period of time from now until mid 19-20.

Bid for more LPC operating funds – Michael &Yvonne discussed increase use of CCG Digital Projects funding moving forward moving form a £10K investment to £25K. Also the CCG have bid to NHSE for further integration funding and £30K for community pharmacy has been baked into that to enable the PCH Champion and Mentor Leadership delivery We have also approached pharmaco to collectively cover the L+D Zones costs @£12K approx.
End of year expectancy on core funds remaining should be around £55k in 2020.

Provider company – the option to work with Devon and Cornwall LPCs and LOCs to create “Primary Care South West” was discussed as an option to host own contracts going forward. This would be an ultra-low set-up cost option (possible funds to be set aside of around £1K?)

PSNC training days x 6 for new members and conferences to be funded.

Members that agree to attend meetings, must provide Michael with more notice if they can’t attend, as a late notice unplanned attendance is less efficient use of Michael.

Michael & Yvonne will work between them to optimise diary coverage and minimise travel.
Pay increase for Officers will be decided at next LPC meeting in March. Employee contracts will be given out at the next Exec meeting in Feb.
