7. Yvonne Digital Update.
a. NUMSAS still waiting on agreement between Devon Docs and NHS England to resolve their dispute before we can go live. Nothing I can do at Moment but wait for them to reach an agreement
b. C-Card....Somerset County Council have withdrawn from EDDYSTONE TRUST who supply condoms to c-card holders. C-card scheme is not a commissioned service, but we have regulars who use pharmacy. I have emailed SCC and there is more to it and legal matters involved. Once this is resolved SCC will get comms to me and contractors on way forward.

c. Turning Point will be taking back supervised consumption and needle exchange. We have a good relationship with them, most contractors have now retuned their signed contracts apart from BOOTS. Who have had the contract for 11 months? RISK to boots if no signed contract by 1st April the they are at risk of not being paid for any supervisions.

d. Champix training we will have our first digital training sessions on 8th May 19.00-21:45 and 10th June same time, this will replace the need for face to face training. It will be done via WebEx! Pre training launch for Champix is 24th April 7pm till 9pm as a test...Would like committee members to log on and support and feedback is useful.
